VI Chess Tournament Amateur
Almansa, 9 to 14 August 2011
Tournament A: For players with ELO FIDE -2350
Tournament B: For players with ELO FIDE -2000
R U L E S
1. Both tournaments will be played by a 9-round Swiss System on 9, 10, 11, 12, 13 and August 14, 2011. Take place in the NL Hotel Almansa (Albacete). The rounds were made ​​with computer program SWISS MANAGER. In the absence of human error in managing the program, will not accept claims for the resulting matches in each round.
2. There will be 2 BYES available to the players, can be ordered before the start of the tournament (always written). May be used in the first seven rounds. In round requested not match the player requesting the bye and will be given half a point.
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3. Players not credited before 15:00 pm on August 9, will not be matched in the first round.
4. 1 hour 30 minutes 30 seconds per move.
5. During the game each player is obliged to write their own plays and those of his opponent in the correct manner, move after move, as clearly and legibly as possible, algebraic notation. It is forbidden to write down the moves before making them, except when the player is claiming tables under Articles 9.2 or 9.3.
6. It is strictly forbidden to bring mobile phones or other electronic equipment of communication, not allowed by the referee, in the enclosure of the game, unless they are completely disconnected. If during the games sounds the mobile phone of one of the players in the perimeter of the tournament, he loses his game. It will be the referee who determined the score of the opponent (Article 12.2.b).
7. It is forbidden for anybody uses the mobile phone in the game room and in any other area designated by the referee (Article 13.7.b).
8. In case of dead heat in points, it will be apply the following tiebreaker system, drawing the first 4, in the order indicated:
a)  Brazilian (sum of scores of his opponents, except the lowest).
b)  Bucholz total (sum of final scores of his opponents).
c)  Progresive system

d)  Number of games won.

e)  Particular outcome

f)  Games 5 minutes.
Premature agreements penalty: In case of a draw, decide the final score after considering as zero (for the unique purpose of this tiebreaker) draws for early agreement on any of the rounds of the tournament.
Draws are considered premature,when occurring before of the realization of 25 moves, which do not constitute a repetition of moves, claimed or not, with the avowed purpose of exceeding that limit, or before the end of one hour gaming session. The referee may allow, a case to case, a somewhat lower number of moves if the game has a sufficiently advanced development.

The proposed draws should always be noted on the spreadsheet.
9. The tournament will be valid for obtaining FIDE ELO (IRT). The Official Referee shall report to the FIDE Tournament and FEDA.
10.  Any incident will be resolved by the Tournament referee. Against this decision may be appealed to the Appeals Committee of the Tournament. The decision of this Committee will not involve the change of the result of the game.
11. The Appeal Committee shall consist of the Tournament Referee and two players. The composition of this Committee will be announced before the start of round 1.
The claims, made ​​against the decisions of the Referee, shall be presented in writing to the Appeals Committee. No later than one hour after the end of the game session.
12. Analysis is not allowed, or playing games in of Game Room. You can not leave the game room, taking of current game without permission of the Referee.
A player that is entitled to make a move may not leave the board without permission of the referee. Comments are to be avoided between the players on the games involved.
13. The prizes will be given in strict order of ranking. If a player is entitled to cash prize in various classifications will be assigned the highest value. Prizes are not cumulative.
14. Smoking is forbidden in the playing hall.
15. Is in the judgment of the organization the elimination of players with a absence, or not in the game room before the first round.
16. For matters not covered by these Rules, the tournament will be governed by the rules in force in the FIDE or FEDA.
17. We reserve the right to admission.
18. During the awards ceremony will be drawn three hams among players who finished the tournament. To receive this award will be required to be in the game room at the time of the draw.
19. The participation in this tournament involves the total and unreserved acceptance of these rules.
